


Lots To Think About

	 Cathance Shores LLC has fifteen shorefront 
lots available. Each lot has its own properties and 
unique characteristics. In this issue we highlight lot 
#1. 

	 Lot #1 is at the end of the peninsula in Grey 
Cove and faces in a north-west direction. To the 
west is a large protected marsh area that is home to 
a variety of water fowl. The other side of the marsh 
is protected woodlands that rise sharply to Beech 
Ridge, a favorite place for grouse hunting. 

	 The lot faces a number of small islands that 
provide a distinctive shoreline view relative to any 
of the other lots. The road leading to the lot was 
wooded in the not too distant past and is well known 
to many of us as the place to go for wild raspberries 
in July and August. 

	 The canopy near the shore is open and affords 
excellent views in all directions. Lot #1 has some of 
the least elevation of any of the lots in the subdivision. 
The shoreline is excellent and is relatively shallow, 
gradually reaching depths of 5-10 feet in the outer 
entrance to the marsh. Beyond the islands, the lake 
quickly drops to 30-40 ft. 

	 The lot is 1.44 acres and has a shorefrontage 
of 360 ft. It should be noted that combining the lot 
with lot #2 would add another 360 ft of frontage and 
1.83 acres.  One advantage of combining the lots is to 
add the deeper water shoreline along the Grey Cove 
side of the lots. 
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
